The International Earth Science Olympiad (IESO) is an annual earth science competition for
secondary school students organised by the Geological Society of India in association with
International Earth Science Olympiad and Ministry of Earth Sciences, Government of India. The
earlier IESOs were held in South Korea (2007), the Philippines (2008), Taiwan (2009), Indonesia
(2010), ltaly (2011), Argentina (2012), India (2013), Spain (2014) and Brazil (2015).

The 1% hour IESO Entrance Test will be in English which comprises objective type questions
spanning the Geosphere, Atmosphere, Hydrosphere and Astronomy. The 21-day Training Camp
in May 2016 will comprise lectures, discussions, planetarium visit, laboratory and field work.
The 20 students selected for the training camp will be awarded certificates of participation. The
four students selected for the IESO will be awarded certificates of merit and cash prizes.

The candidate should carry the school identity card and should not carry any mobile phone on
