Dr. PV. Dhanapal, M.S., FAIS, Medical
Superintendent Government Mohan
Kumaramangalam Medical College and

Hospital, Salem in his special address described
how more than 10,000 people were treated at the
Salem Government Hospital on the firstand second
wave of Corona. During the second wave, rather
thanthefirst, they had toface alarge scale struggle.
While providing oxygen beds was herculean,
combating black fungal infections posed a major
challenge. People from eight districts were treated
inthe Salem Government Hospital for black fungus.
He further said this kind of dire situation can be
avoided, in future, by raising public awareness
about the fungus. He said, further, that even for
those who did not suffer from Corona, the main
reason for getting black fungus was not wearing the
mask properly but wearing the same mask for a
longer duration, placing the mask wherever
convenient,and reusing itindiscriminately.

On the occasion of Fungus Day, awareness
competitions were held and prizes and certificates
were distributed to the students.
Prof.R.Balagurunathan, Professor and Head of the
Department of Microbiology and other faculty
members organised the programme.
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A World Health Organization report says that
the COVID-19 pandemic has had a major
impact on people's mental health; of that of the
health and other frontline workers, students,
people living alone, and those with pre-existing
mental health conditions. Those mentioned
above have been particularly affected; and
services for mental, neurological, and
substance use disorders have been
significantly disrupted.
